Approval of Resolution #11-04 Regarding the Film Industry

The Mayor suggested the Resolution be discussed before a motion was made.

Discussion followed regarding the current tax credit available to the New Mexico movie industry.

Discussion followed regarding the movies that had been made in New Mexico since the tax credit was offered.

The Mayor stated he was in favor of supporting the Resolution for maintaining the current tax credit.

Denise Williams stated the Town of Carrizozo proper benefited by $250,000 from the movie “The Book of Eli” being made in their town. She stated the increase in jobs related to the New Mexico film industry was directly related to the current tax credit.  She stated more and more people were seeking jobs in the film industry. 
Councilor West stated he was in support of reducing the tax credit to 15% as it had been previously.

The Mayor said lowering the tax credit would put the state of New Mexico in a non-competitive position in the industry.  He mentioned the infrastructure that had been developed by the various studios.
Discussion continued regarding whether or not the tax credit should be lowered.

Discussion followed regarding the pros and cons of approving the resolution regarding the film industry.   

Councilor Bradford made a motion to approve Resolution #11-04 Regarding the Film Industry.
