Public Works Update – Turner Wilson

Water

Smith Engineering – Mr. Wilson stated water samples were being taken to analyze the iron solid problem.  He was very pleased with the work that had been completed so far. 
Mr. Wilson stated there had been no incidences of frozen water lines in Corona.  Many cities around the state had reported substantial numbers of broken meters due to freezing. 
Natural Gas

Mr. Wilson reported that El Paso Natural Gas had cancelled the shut-off valve project.
Solid Waste

Mr. Wilson reported on the compactor switch problem.  The switch had been replaced, and the trash compactor was now operating normally.

Mr. Wilson stated he was working on the new ramps for the open top dumpsters.  The work would be completed shortly.  He asked the Council to communicate to residents that in order to successfully maintain the trash area, everyone must respect the honor system.
Mr. Wilson stated the new compactor would arrive shortly.

Councilor Bradford stated the tire recycling days in Ruidoso had been very successful.  Over 1000 tires had been collected during a 3 day period.

Safety
Mr. Wilson stated the writing of the safety manual was going slow, but some progress had been made.  He hoped to complete the manual by the end of next month.

Posting for Public Works Position

The Mayor announced they would post for the open part time Public Works position after Turner approved the Job Announcement.
The Mayor stated he would look at next year’s budget to see if any benefits could be offered to the part time employees so filling the position would be more attractive.

Discussion Items from the Mayor

Library Update – The Mayor reported the carpet for the Library had arrived earlier then expected.  The counter top and kitchen cabinets were currently being installed. 
Capital Outlay – The Mayor reported the Bill for the water/wastewater project had been written and the amount was $200,000.  The Mayor stated if the Governor signed the Bill, he hoped to be able to direct the funding to water improvements.
Re-authorization of 2007 Money – The Mayor stated the Bill had been written (SB352) to reassign $90,000 for furnishings and equipment for the Library. 

Wireless Tower – The Mayor stated the tower had been blown down by the wind and had been permanently damaged.  He also stated that when the weather improved the new tower would be installed but for now nothing could be done.

Water Rights – Rogene Alford had been authorized by the El Paso Natural Gas Legal Department to sign an affidavit stating that El Paso had used the full 403 acre feet of water rights.  Mr. Alford had been the Plant Manager up to the time the plant became automated.
The Mayor asked if there were any other comments from the community.
Bet Moss asked about the status of the Nuisance Ordinance.
The Mayor stated they would set a date in March to start working on it again.

The Mayor stated he would be out of town for the next meeting and Councilor Bailey would run the meeting in his absence.  This would also be her last Council Meeting, and he thanked her for her contributions to the Village of Corona Council.
