Discussion Items from the Mayor

The Mayor asked Council to appoint a representative to the South Central Mountain Resource Conservation and Development Council.  Councilor Bradford volunteered to continue to represent the Village at the meetings.

The Mayor stated that he was finalizing the contract for dewatering of the wastewater system.  He indicated that the the sludge would be pumped out and taken to Three Rivers for disposal.

The Mayor reported that he and Kyle Davis, Public Works Director, visited W.H. Pacific and discussed the Asset Management Plan and maps being prepared for the Village.  

The Mayor stated that a contract had been received from the State that approved the grant money for the Comprehensive Plan to be prepared by W.H. Pacific and Sites Southwest. He requested that they hold off on starting the Comprehensive Plan until after the Asset Management Plan was complete.

The Mayor reported that there were several applicants for the Public Works Assistant position and that Kyle Davis, Public Works Director, would be conducting interviews soon.

The Mayor stated that he would like to do some chip sealing with the NMDOT Co-op money that had been awarded to the Village.  He reported a balance of $126,000 in funds available. Discussion followed regarding the condition of streets in the Village.

The Mayor reported that the packets for the Councilors had been converted to electronic packets.  It was indicated that the packets would be emailed to the Councilors and that hard copies would be made available upon request.

Councilor Bradford reported that Clinic Board met and that there would be a temporary provider for the month of February. She also indicated that the Clinic Board would like to do something in conjunction with the re-opening of the pond.

Councilor Bradford also reported on some of the issues of Greentree Solid Waste. She stated there would be a special meeting held on Friday, February 15, 2013.

Councilor West inquired about property that had been offered to the Village a few months back.  The Mayor stated that the offer had been rescinded. 

The Mayor asked if there were any more questions or discussion items.
