FIRST ON THE AGENDA

Approval of Purchase Requisitions and Review of Purchase Vouchers

The Mayor stated there were no Purchase Requisitions to approve.

The Mayor asked if there were questions regarding the Purchase Vouchers.

Councilor Smith referenced an item half way down on the 1st page stating it looked like the Mayor had stayed at a cheap motel and saw a movie.
The Mayor laughed and stated that was where he had stayed in Santa Fe when he attended “Film Day” at the Capital, and he stated he had been charged the government rate.

Discussion Items from the Mayor

1.  The Mayor informed the Council that he, Mr. Wilson and the Clerk had met with the New Mexico Environment Department the previous week regarding the status of the Wastewater Treatment Project.  He stated they had met with Lorenzo Santana, the new project manager, as well as Jim Chiasson, the section manager under Dr. Richard Rose.  He stated the meeting went very well, and they had learned the New Mexico Finance Authority would be very easy to work with regarding administration of the new funding.
2.  The Mayor informed the Council he had also met with Smith Engineering the same day regarding the steps they would take to complete the Wastewater Treatment System.  He stated they had discussed the Cone Construction closeout documents, warranty issues and Mr. Wilson’s punch list.  The punch list issues included a manhole cover, several treatment plant corrections, the prepaid Aero-mod training and Smith Engineering inspection services.  
The Mayor stated the balance of the project would mostly involve the design and construction of transmission lines.

3.  The Mayor stated he would be going to Santa Fe with Dan Williams on February 25, 2010 to meet with the Department of Finance regarding the Cougar Mountain Ranch Mutual Domestic Water Consumers Association transfer of assets.  He stated they were getting close to a final agreement, and he hoped the transfer of assets would soon be on a Council meeting agenda.

4.  The Mayor stated the next scheduled meeting would include the newly elected officials.  He stated the organizational meeting would be the first thing on the agenda.  He told the Council it was their responsibility to select a Mayor pro tem and to be prepared to nominate and vote on the Mayor pro tem selection at the organizational meeting.

5.  The Mayor stated a Newly Elected Officials Institute would be held in Albuquerque on March 20, 2010.  He stated he would ask Cal West if he wanted to attend the conference after his position was official.
6.  The Mayor stated the Council of Governments - District 6 Meeting would be held in Ruidoso in March 30, 2010.  He stated the meeting would be informative, and he hoped a few of the Council members would be able to attend.  He asked the Council to save the two dates and to let him know at the next meeting who would be attending. 
The Mayor asked if the Council had any other questions or comments.
Councilor Bradford stated she had attended the Green Tree Solid Waste Authority meeting in Ruidoso Downs earlier that same day.  She stated the meeting had been held at the new facility. She stated the new facility was very nice and convenient.

Councilor Bradford stated GTSWA had a long term situation regarding the payment for services from Ruidoso Downs, and she reported it appeared the payment settlement was close to being solved.
Councilor Bradford stated the recycling committee had been after her to weigh the recycling she had been bringing from Corona on the meeting days so they could better keep track of the quantities. She stated it would be much easier to weigh everything after the Green Tree facility was officially opened.

Councilor Bradford stated the prices paid for recycling materials were rising industry wide.
Councilor Bradford stated 3365 tons of recycling materials had been processed in 2009 which eliminated 177 trips to the land fill, at a cost of $61,950 and a tipping fee of $46,774 for a total cost savings of $108,724, and Corona was a big part of that recycling effort. 

 The Mayor stated that the amount was a significant accomplishment.

Councilor Bradford asked about the status of the nuisance ordinance.

The Mayor stated they still needed to do further work on the ordinance before it would be ready for approval.

The Mayor stated he wanted to thank Councilor Racher for her service to the Village of Corona while holding the office of Councilor for the past four years.  
The Mayor stated the Council had a gift and card for Councilor Racher.

Councilor Racher opened her gift and card and thanked everyone.

The Mayor invited everyone to enjoy the refreshments on the conference table.
