Discussion Items from the Mayor

Business Registrations

The Mayor reported that the Village had received 24 Business Registrations to date.  A list of paid registrations was provided to the Councilors..

SERPO

The Mayor stated that he would be attending the SERPO meeting on March 27, 2013 to request funding for the Corona Main Sidewalk Enhancements Project.

Wastewater

The Mayor said that there was money left from the Wastewater Grant.  Kyle Davis, Public Works Director, was picking up a dewatering trailer.  The Mayor stated that work continued at the football field. He also said that the main line to the park for future infiltrators had been completed although he was still unsure how many infiltrators the Village would be able to afford.

Highway 54 Signs

The Mayor stated that he had received numerous complaints about the new signs through the Village on Highway 54.  Since the signs were not the responsibility of the Village, he had reported the complaints to the New Mexico Department of Transportation.

Gross Receipts Tax

The Mayor reported that the Village had received Gross Receipts Tax Revenue for the month of January in the amount of $29,000.  

Capital Outlay

The Mayor had no news to report on our Capital Outlay request of $100,000 leverage and match money for water projects.

Grant Report

Janet Verna, Clerk/Treasurer, prepared an update on the grants she was working on. Ms. Verna reported that the Grant Agreement was signed and the federal forms were submitted.  The Clerk/Treasurer would be procuring three quotes for the liner as required  by the procurement code. She indicated in her report that the goal was to have water and fish in the pond by June 1, 2013.

Ms. Verna and the Mayor were in the process of finding a company with a state price agreement to chip-seal or slurry-seal the Village streets with the NMDOT Co-op Funding that the Village had received in 2012 and 2013.  The Clerk/Treasurer will apply for 2014 NMDOT Co-op Funding for street rehabilitation due March 15, 2013.

The Clerk/Treasurer had submitted the application for SERPO funding for the Corona Main Street Sidewalk Project.  She indicated that this was a lengthy process and it would take several years to receive funding.

Ms. Verna had requested a budget adjustment to the 2013 Clean and Beautiful funding in order to change the project to a clean-up project for Highway 42.  If approved, several clean-up events would be planned for later in the year.

Wells Fargo and Natural Gas CD

The Mayor stated that the Natural Gas CD had not been renewed in February but deposited into Natural Gas Fund instead.  The Mayor said that the Village was charged  fees greater than the interest earned on the Natural Gas CD. Wells Fargo had made changes to the way the Village's service fees were calculated and a higher cash balance was required to avoid service fees.  

Greentree Solid Waste Authority

Councilor Bradford reported that if the Village could keep household garbage out of the open-top containers, the tipping fees could be reduced to $25/ton from $47/ton.  Greentree had awarded Capitan Schools with a Proclamation for placing 28th out of 214 in a recycling competition.  

It was also reported by Councilor Bradford that Greentree approximated there were 100 more homes to clean up from the Little Bear fire.

Snow Removal

Councilor West expressed thanks to the Public Works Department for clearing the streets after the snow storm.

Corona Health Clinic

Terri Racher, Deputy Clerk, informed the Council that the Corona Health Clinic would be closed for the month of March.  It was reported that Dr. Farris would be keeping his regular clinic hours in Corona.  The hours of the Carrizozo Health Clinic were posted around Corona.
