FIRST ON THE AGENDA

Organizational Meeting
The Mayor stated the first item on the agenda following a municipal election was always the Organizational Meeting.
The Mayor welcomed Cal West as a new Council member.

The Mayor stated he intended to keep the Village employees as they were in their current positions.

Approval of Lease Agreement with Lincoln County for Use of Corona Health Clinic

The Mayor asked for a motion to approve the Lease Agreement with Lincoln County.

Councilor Bradford made a motion to approve the Lease Agreement with Lincoln County for use of the Corona Health Clinic for 2010-2011.

Councilor Smith seconded the motion.
The Mayor explained the Corona Health Clinic was part of the rural clinic system for Lincoln County Medical Center.  He stated the Lease Agreement between the Village of Corona and Lincoln County for use of specific space in the clinic building provided medical care to the Corona area.

Discussion Items from the Mayor

Newly Elected Officials Institute:

The Mayor asked Councilor West if he would like to attend the Newly Elected Officials Institute on March 20, 2010 in Albuquerque.  

The Mayor stated he would like to attend the one day conference with Councilor West.
Councilor West stated he would check his schedule and get back to the Mayor.

Municipal League District 6 Meeting: 
The Mayor stated the District 6 Meeting would take place on the March 30, 2010 in Ruidoso.  

The Mayor asked the Council to let him know who would be able to attend the meeting.
Green Tree Solid Waste Authority:

Councilor Bradford addressed the visitors with an update on the latest news from GTSWA.  She stated the Village of Corona was the best recycler in Lincoln County.  Councilor Bradford stated 3365 tons of recycling materials had been processed in 2009 which eliminated 177 trips to the land fill, at a cost of $61,950 and a tipping fee of $46,774 for a total cost savings of $108,724, and Corona was a big part of that recycling effort. 

Becky Koll asked if the Village would ever recycle glass.

Councilor Bradford stated there was no vendor for glass, and until one was found, GTSWA would not be recycling any glass.  She suggested that there may be a place somewhere in Albuquerque where glass was being collected and recycled.
She thanked the community for their participation in the recycling program.
Rodeo Area:   
Discussion followed regarding the Rodeo Arena.
The Mayor stated the volunteers had requested $600 to purchase concrete.  
Councilor Bradford stated the volunteers recently had a meeting to discuss the plans.

Councilor Smith stated she would like to see a formal plan that included an itemized list of supplies and the total dollar amount needed to complete the project before the Council approved any dollar amount.

The Council agreed they would wait to review a formal plan before any dollar amount was approved for the project.

Corona Pond:  
The Mayor stated the pond had been leaking, and the leaks had stopped when the water level was lowered.  He stated Mr. Wilson had been right about his theory that the leaks were located near the top.  

The Mayor stated Mr. Wilson had estimated it would cost approximately $1000.00 to purchase the bentonite to repair the leaks.  He stated it was only an estimate, and he and Mr. Wilson would continue to develop the most economical strategy to make the repairs to the pond.
COG-SNMEDD:

The Mayor stated he had to re-name the person who would represent the Village at the Southeastern New Mexico Economic Development District meetings.  

The Mayor announced Councilor Seely would continue to serve as the representative.

The Mayor stated since Councilor Seely was not present at the meeting he would gladly volunteer him to continue in his position for another cycle.
Everyone laughed and agreed with the Mayor to have Councilor Seely continue as the representative.

Approval of Proclamation #10-01 Regarding Literacy Volunteers’ Appreciation Week
The Mayor welcomed the visitors and thanked the volunteers for their participation in the reading program at Corona Elementary School and for the many hours of service given to the Corona Public Library.
The Mayor read Proclamation #10-01 regarding Literacy Volunteers’ Appreciation Week to the Council, Volunteers and Visitors.

The Mayor presented each volunteer with a “Certificate of Appreciation” signed by Travis Lightfoot, Corona Schools Superintendent, and himself, the Mayor.
Councilor Smith thanked the volunteers on behalf of all the elementary teachers at the school.
Councilor Bradford stated she was very proud of all the accomplishments the reading program and Public Library had made to better the community.

Faith Hignight, the Library Board President and Acting Director, thanked all the literacy volunteers for their service to the school and invited them to participate in the Public Library’s summer reading program.
Faith Hignight also stated she had been told by a resident of White Oaks that Corona had the best Public Library in Lincoln County.

Refreshments and snacks were enjoyed by all.
