The Mayor called the meeting to order.

FIRST ON THE AGENDA

Approval of Purchase Requisitions and Review of Purchase Vouchers
The Mayor stated there were no Purchase Requisitions but there were Purchase Vouchers to review and asked if there were any questions in regard to the report presented. 

Councilor Bradford asked for clarification on charges of the same amount appearing several times in the report.  The Mayor stated that it was technology purchases including hardware and software, for which he had no specific line item.  Therefore he had the Deputy Clerk spread the expenditures to several funds.

Approval of Minutes 

Councilor West moved to approve the Minutes of the Special Meeting on February 27, 2013.  

Councilor Zook seconded the motion.

Approval of Resolution #13-04
Councilor Bradford moved to adopt Resolution #13-04 regarding the Local Government Road Funding Application.
Councilor West seconded the motion.

The Mayor stated that, as in the past, every street in the Village was listed so that the money could be used to repair all streets.  He also indicated that even though the application requested over $200,000, the Village typically receives about $60,000 – $70,000 per year.

NEXT ON THE AGENDA
Approval of Pond Contractor and Match Requirement
Councilor West moved to approve BTL Liners as the contractor for the pond lining and the expenditure of up to $10,000 for a match requirement for the grant.
Councilor Zook seconded the motion.

The Mayor stated that BTL Liners had the lowest quote of $28,729 for a 30 mil lining.

Councilor Zook asked if the lining had any warranty.  The Mayor stated that the liner had a 20-year life and BTL offered warranty for that lifespan with the conditions that it was installed properly.

Dan Williams asked where BTL was located.  The Mayor stated that they were located in Oregon.  Mr. Williams then asked if the company had any experience in the Southwestern US.  The Mayor stated that they could not provide any feedback on application with a similar geographic location but they have used it in similar applications.  He went on to report that BTL had recommended that the liner be covered with sand for UV protection because of the altitude of the Village.  

Councilor Bradford asked if there was an estimated date for installation.  The Mayor said he hoped to have the pond ready for fish in June.

Bill Wilson expressed concern that there would be sand erosion on the sides of the pond eventually.  The Mayor stated that a heavier gravel or rock may have to be used on the sides.

Dan Williams asked what the liner was made of. The Mayor stated that the liner was made of reinforced polyethylene lining material. 

The Mayor asked if there were any other questions.

Discussion Items from the Mayor

Chip-Sealing Contractor
The Mayor stated that he found a contractor with a State Price Agreement for chip-sealing the Village's streets.  After sending the measurements of the streets, the Mayor received a quote from the contractor for $114,000.   The Mayor also stated that this project needed to be done by the end of May so the Village won't lose any of its DOT grant money.
Part-Time, Temporary Public Works Assistant
The Mayor stated that, with all of the projects that needed to be completed in the next few months, he would like the Council's permission to hire a part-time, temporary Public Works Assistant.  With revenues over the budgeted amount, the Mayor proposed a 32 hour/week position.
Councilor West inquired as to how many full and part-time employees are currently in the Public Works Department.  The Mayor stated that there were two full-time employees and one part-time at 24 hours/week. 
Councilor Bradford asked if the Mayor had anyone in mind. The Mayor stated that he had not wanted to pursue any possibilities before he had Council's permission.
Hamilton Construction
The Mayor stated that Hamilton Construction planned to be done in 4-6 weeks but that would all be subject to the weather.
Capital Outlay
The Mayor updated the Council on the status of the Village's Capital Outlay request.  He stated that the Village's request was part of the Capital Outlay Bill but that the Governor may not approve the budget.  If not, then it would have to be presented in a Special Session in September and if approved, money would not be allocated until November.
Greentree Solid Waste
Councilor Bradford reported on upcoming events of Greentree Solid Waste Authority.  She stated that there would be a Tire Recycling/Amnesty Day in the next month and a Textbook Recycling in June.  Councilor Bradford also indicated that there might not be E-cycling in April as in the past.

Solar Projects
The Mayor stated that he had been in contact with a few solar project developers in regard to a solar project for the Village.  The project would help to provide power for the Village's enterprises including the wells and wastewater facility at a considerable reduction in cost.  The Mayor stated that the project was in the preliminary stage and that he would continue to look into it.
Next Meeting Date
The Mayor stated that the next meeting date, March 27th, was the same day as the SERPO meeting in Roswell.  The Mayor indicated that he would be attending the meeting in Roswell and would be unable to attend the Council Meeting.  The Mayor asked Mayor Pro tem, Councilor Bradford, if she would be available to conduct the meeting.  Councilor Bradford indicated that she would be available and general consensus was to keep the meeting on the regularly scheduled date.
