Councilor Racher made a motion to approve the Joint Powers Agreement.

The Mayor asked if there were any questions on the Joint Powers Agreement.
Questions and discussion followed by the Council.
Councilor Smith asked if their duties would be equal as referenced in the fourth “Whereas”.  She expressed she was concerned it would cost the Corona Fire Department money they could not afford.

The Mayor stated the community affected by the fire would be responsible for the costs. The Village would bill the entity for the amount of the costs incurred.

Councilor Bradford stated that most of the document involved the “how-to” and she did not have a problem with it if the Corona Fire Department did not get hurt.  She stated she understood the Mayor’s explanation.

Councilor Racher asked if the agreement would only involve the Fire Department.

The Mayor stated yes.  
Discussion followed regarding the area involved.
The Mayor stated he was comfortable with the agreement after talking with Santa Fe and that it would not cost the Village any money.  He stated by accepting this agreement the Village would be viewed as an organization that worked well with the surrounding community.
The Mayor asked the visitors if they had any questions or comments.
Counselor Racher asked if it was only for “Fire Fighting” or if it was also for “Wildland Fire Fighting.”
The Mayor clarified that it was for “Wildland Fire Fighting.”
Councilor Racher asked how much land the State Forestry had around Corona.
The Mayor said that he didn’t know exactly how much they had, but he thought they didn’t have very much.

Public Works Update – Turner Wilson

Water: 
1. Turner explained the repairs he had made on the pressure reducing value.
2.  Turner explained the main waterline repairs he had made.
3.  Turner reported Pump 8 had failed, and stated, based on his analysis, the wire had probably been cut again.  He stated when the Village was given the wells back in 1998, well 8 was not working at the time.  Numerous repairs had been made but since records did not exist, he had to go on only the gossip.  Turner felt the well was drilled crooked.  

Councilor Bradford asked if a camera inspection would be a possible solution.

Turner stated he thought it would be a good idea.  He stated he would look into the possible solutions that would fix the situation.

Gas:     
1. Turner reported the Gas System was operating with no problems – all the yearly reports had been completed in a timely manner.
Solid Waste:

1. Turner reported the new ramps had been completed, and he had experienced a few problems during the first few days but it had since greatly improved.  Also, he was now set up for oil recycling.  The tank would hold 500 gallons.   

 Streets:  
1.  Turner reviewed the recent Street Project. He reported that 99% of the Village streets had been slurry sealed.  He stated he was very pleased with the quality of the work that had been performed by the contractor.  The process would probably end up saving many streets from having to be re-built in the future.  He projected that over time the heavy trucks would possibly break up the new road to the trash area.  He confirmed that the left over sand would be used for the volleyball court at the park.

Discussion Items from the Mayor

The Mayor reported that he had attended the District 6 Meeting.
The Mayor addressed the complaints the employees had recently experienced during the street resurfacing project.  In order to protect the Village staff, he felt any complaints regarding current and future projects were not to be made to the employees, but to the Mayor and Council.

The Clerk stated the new signs for the Library had arrived.

The Mayor thanked Councilor Seely for being the new COG Representative.

The Mayor asked Councilor Bradford if the trash rates had been raised.  He stated the current budget showed that the Solid Waste Fund was not breaking even.
Councilor Bradford stated they were working on the rate issue.
Joe Mayhill wanted to know when the utility deposits were going to be returned.

The Mayor stated that the refunds would be processed in June.

Mr. Mayhill offered to have the American Legion help with moving the Library to the new facility.
