Discussion Items from the Mayor

Chip-Sealing of Streets
The Mayor reported that the Chip-Sealing Project was delayed a week because of the weather but the contractor was ready to begin the following Monday.
Hazard Mitigation Plan
The Mayor stated that he would be attending a Hazard Mitigation Plan Meeting in Ruidoso on May 1, 2013.  This would allow the Village to be added as an addendum to Lincoln County's Hazard Mitigation Plan and make the Village eligible for FEMA coverage if the need were to arise.

Pond Liner
The Mayor reported that payment for the pond liner had been sent and that it would take two weeks to fabricate the liner. After fabrication the liner would be shipped and be ready to install.
Asset Management Plan
The Mayor stated that WH Pacific had indicated they would have a first draft of the Asset Management Plan ready for the Village the first week of May.  
Clean-Up Day
The Mayor reminded Council that the NM Clean & Beautiful Clean-Up Day was scheduled for May 3, 2013.
Book Recycling
The Deputy Clerk, Terri Racher, reminded Council and those present that the Village would be having Book Recycling May 20th - 24th.
Landfill Meeting
Councilor Bradford reported on the Lincoln/Otero County Landfill meeting she attended.  She stated that the Landfill is looking at raising their rates to cover the reserves needed to open another pit.

Councilor Bradford also reported to Council that a hearing was scheduled on May 22, 2013 for a summary judgment on the issues between Greentree Solid Waste Authority and the County of Lincoln.
Library Report
The Librarian, Denise Williams, reported on a conference she attended recently. The conference included topics of new technology and a new cataloging system.
Junkyard Ordinance
The Mayor stated that he had not brought the Junkyard Ordinance back in front of Council as planned because of new information on a statute the State of New Mexico already has in place.  He planned to have a Resolution for the Council at the next meeting  addressing the State Statute.
Unsafe Driving on Hwy 54
Denise Williams, concerned citizen, expressed concern about the number of drivers driving on the shoulder of Hwy 54 through the Village limits.  The Mayor stated that there would be some signage changes and better striping once the Highway was completed.
