The Mayor Pro tem called the meeting to order.

Pledge of Allegiance

FIRST ON THE AGENDA

Approval of Purchase Requisitions and Review of Purchase Vouchers

The Mayor Pro tem stated there were no Purchase Requisitions to approve.

The Mayor Pro tem asked if there were any questions regarding the Purchase Vouchers.

Councilor Seely asked why the charges to Water Conference Fees/ Membership Dues GL were so high.

The Clerk stated the expense was for Application Fees for the New Mexico Rural Water Conference that Mr. Wilson, Mr. Tracey and herself had attended.  She stated the fees for the conference were several hundred dollars per person.   She added the conference had in Albuquerque over a three day period.  She described the classes they had attended, and how the class hours were used to fulfill the education requirements for maintaining water and wastewater certification.  She stated Mr. Tracey had tested for his Level 1 Water Operator Certification, Mr. Wilson had attended classes for wastewater operators,  and she had attended classes tailored for water system management and water board membership.   She also noted it was at this conference the Village annually entered into the “Water Taste Test”.

The Council acknowledged they understood the significance of the conference.

Approval of Ordinance #11-01 Regarding Solid Waste Rates

The Mayor  Pro tem asked for a motion to approve the Ordinance.

Councilor Seely made a motion to approve Ordinance #11-01 regarding Solid Waste Rates.

Councilor West seconded the motion.

The Mayor Pro tem asked if there were any questions.

Brandon Smith asked if the fuel charge would go away when the cost of fuel went down or was it a way to make money.

The Mayor Pro tem stated it was not a way to make money and that the surcharge would be reviewed quarterly and eliminated if fuel costs were reduced.  She stated that hauling the trash compactors to Clines Corners was very costly.  She assured Mr. Smith that Green Tree Solid Waste Authority reviewed the fuel surcharge monthly, and confirmed she attended the monthly board meetings faithfully.

The Mayor Pro tem  addressed Brandon Smith regarding his membership in the Corona Fire Department.  She thanked him as a member of the Fire Department for all that the Fire Department has done for the community.

Brandon Smith asked what the monthly charge would be for wastewater as he had not been informed of the rate.

The Clerk stated an Ordinance had been passed and posted in May of 2010.  She added that very few residents had attended the series of meetings when the proposed wastewater rates had been discussed and approved.

The Clerk stated the charge would be $20.00 per mouth plus $3.00 per 1000 gallons of water consumed based on the average water usage for the months of December, January, and February of the prior year.

The Clerk offered to provide Mr. Smith with a copy of the wastewater ordinance following the meeting.

Mr. Smith stated he would like to have a copy of the wastewater ordinance.
