Public Works Update – Turner Wilson

Trash:  
Mr. Wilson reported the new compactor had been hooked up, and temporary signing was in place.
The Clerk stated the new signs for the trash area were completed, and she would go to Carrizozo the next day to pick them up.

Water:  
Mr. Wilson reviewed the problems with the SKATA System.  The system recently was reprogrammed, and they were still testing possible solutions.  One of the goals was to solve the water hammer problem.  The work that had been done so far was covered by the original warranty.  The SKATA representative would be back in a few weeks to complete the reprogramming.
Mr. Wilson also discussed the engineer’s solution for the brown water problem.  The iron solid problem has been isolated to well #8.  The plans and specifications for the new 50,000 gallon tank had been completed, changes had been made to plumbing at the pump house site, and plans for the refurbishment of the existing 20,000 gallon tank had also been completed.
Gas:
