The Mayor stated Pam Rice, the Auditor had done a basic Asset Management Plan to satisfy the audit requirement, but the plan proposed in the grant application is what is necessary for all grant applications. 

An Asset Management Plan has become an accountability issue for any grant funding that a municipality applies for.

Approval of 2010-2011 Audit Report

The Mayor asked for a motion to approve the 2010-2011 Audit Report.

Councilor Seely made a motion to approve the 2010-2011 Audit Report.

Councilor West seconded the motion.

The Mayor referred the council to the last several pages of the Audit Report for  the important items to review.  The Mayor reviewed the findings listed on Page 45 of the Audit Report.  The auditor listed a capital asset finding, a depreciation of capital asset finding and a late audit report.  The Mayor stated the auditor, Pam Rice, had prepared a capital asset listing and a depreciation schedule to correct the first two findings.  The Mayor explained the reason for the late audit report and stated the issue was the catch up in audits and approval process which was now corrected, and the Village audits would be prepared in time to eliminate the finding in the future.  The gas account, as well as the library, were shown to have budget overruns.  The budget over revenues shown in the gas department and the library were because adjustments were not made properly.  The additional expense adjustments were made but the corresponding revenue adjustments were not made because of an oversight by the administration in  the front office.  The Mayor stated the funds were available and the situation was not overspending, but only the proper adjustments were not submitted to show all the changes. 

Councilor Bradford stated that the problems were only a bookkeeping type problem and not a issue with funding which she stated is not a big issue. 

The Mayor stated he wanted to mention that the projection for the end of this June and the end of year for the gas department is probably going to be a $47,000. over run. The Mayor stated $20,000. will be put back in the CD while the other $27,000. will be put in the gas fund to have a running cash balance in the gas fund. 

Mayor stated that the pond may have to be funded from the water fund since the forest service grant was denied. The Forest Service decided they had given too much money to Lincoln County already.

Solid Waste Issues:

The Mayor stated he will be purchasing a surveillance camera system to be installed at the open tops to monitor the disposal of trash in the Public Works Yard. 

Councilor Seely stated video would be a good item if any court action was involved.

Councilor Bradford announced that Green Tree Solid Waste Authority will be taking illegal dumpers to court.  

Museum and Library:

The Museum is still asking for volunteers in order to keep the museum open as much as possible throughout the summer. 

The library would also welcome volunteers.

Public Works Department:

The ad for the assistant public works was posted earlier in the week, but the Mayor stated he was not aware that any applications had been taken. 

Candidate Visit:

The Mayor announced Jack Sullivan, a candidate in the upcoming Primary Election contacted the Village office to set up a visit on May 25, 2012 in Corona at Village Hall, and the public is invited to stop by to meet and visit with him. 

Sun Zia Transmission Line:

The Deputy Clerk announced she had been contacted in regard to a Public Hearing the BLM was planning on the proposed Sun Zia Transmission Line.  The meeting is planned for June 26, 2012 at the Corona Schools. 

Wastewater Project:

Councilor Seely asked when work will begin on the Wastewater project.

The Mayor stated he is waiting to receive a copy of the Contractor’s Bond in order to issue a Notice to Proceed.  It is projected to be a 6 week to 2 month project. 

Councilor Bradford Greentree proxy mtg. For int budget

The library is doing ok. 

The problems with the solid waste have been posted on the newsletter several weeks in a row and no one seems to be reading them. The problem gets worse and worse.
