Water Storage Tank Rehabilitation
$25,000 to $30,000 to reline the tank with Rhino Lining product – 25 years or longer.

The lining is very elastic at 1/6 inch thick.  Our velocity is low 

Councilor Smith stated she had health concerns about the long term effects of the lining.
The Clerk stated she would get chemical information on the lining materials.
