Huey Lane Water Line:  
The Mayor stated the construction of the Huey Lane Water Line was progressing along at a steady rate.
Water System:  
The Mayor reported a relay switch at the Red Cloud Well House had been hit by lightning, and Mr. Wilson had been able to repair the switch for $200.00.
Discussion followed regarding lightning protection.
WIFI:

Water Trust Board:
