The Mayor called the meeting to order.

Pledge of Allegiance
FIRST ON THE AGENDA
The Mayor stated there were no Purchase Requisitions to approve.
The Mayor asked if there were any questions regarding the Purchase Vouchers.
There were no questions asked.
NEXT ON THE AGENDA

Approval of Minutes
The Mayor stated the Minutes were not ready for approval and asked for a motion to table the Minutes until the next meeting.

NEXT ON THE AGENDA
Approval of Resolution #10-11 Regarding Budget Adjustments
The Mayor asked for a motion to approve the Budget Adjustments.
Councilor Smith made a motion to approve Resolution #10-11 regarding Budget Adjustments. 

Councilor Seely seconded the motion.
The Mayor explained the Budget Adjustments to the Council.  

1.  The Mayor stated June was the last month of the fiscal year, and he stated a $1,150.00 transfer from the General Fund to the Recreation Fund needed to be done to cover the purchase of the Bentonite for the Pond repairs.
2.  The Mayor stated an $800.00 adjustment needed to be done to show an increase in the Recreation Fund revenues for the money that was donated for the Rodeo Arena.
3.   The Mayor stated the Fire Department had requested to make an additional vehicle payment to the NMFA for the Fire Pumper Truck.  He stated the Fire Department had significant cash balances, and the extra payment would help reduce their cash balance.  He stated a $27,000.00 adjustment needed to be done to show an increase in the Fire Department expenses. 
4.  The Mayor stated a $5,350.09 transfer from the General Fund to the Intergovernmental Grant Fund needed to be done to end the fiscal year with a zero balance.  He stated a short fall was first created when the funding for Wastewater Phase I had been expended, and the invoices were paid with hope of seeking reimbursement at a later date.   These invoices were now out of date and did not qualify for reimbursement under the current grant funding agreement, but the Clerk had worked out a plan with Smith.  Smith Engineering had agreed to invoice the Village for $7,806.62 and the Clerk would then process the pay request through the new grant funding and Smith would later reimburse the Village for $7,806.62 as an over payment.  He stated this would all take place in the next budget year, and the General Fund would be credited for all amounts previously transferred to the Intergovernmental Grant Fund.
The Mayor asked if there were any questions.
No other questions were asked.

The Mayor stated the packet had included a copy of the Solid Waste Ordinance the Clerk had officially posted.  He stated the illegal dumping fines mirrored the Lincoln County Ordinance.  He stated Green Tree Solid Waste Authority was not planning to raise the county solid waste rates so he also was not planning to raise the Corona solid waste rates. 
The Mayor stated the only changes to the Solid Waste Ordinance would be the new illegal dumping fines that the Council had added at the previous meeting.  He stated final approval of the Ordinance was planned for the June 22, 2010 meeting.
NEXT ON THE AGENDA
Discussion Items from the Mayor

1.  The Wastewater Project: 

The Mayor stated he had met with TRI Construction the previous day, and the contract documents had been signed.  However, they were still waiting for the bonding company to provide the final paperwork.  He stated TRI Construction had assured him that there were no problems with the bonding approval.
The Mayor stated TRI Construction and their sub-contractor, Carl Kelly, would be mobilizing and setting up to begin the project the following Monday.
Mr. Wilson noted the contractor wanted to hire local people for labor positions.

2.  Free Fishing Day:  
The Mayor stated the “Free Fishing Day” and the “Bike and Fun Run” had been held the previous Saturday.  He reported the events were not as well attended as in previous years but the events had been successful.
 3.  Public Meetings:  
The Mayor stated he planned to schedule another Public Meeting to discuss the Wastewater Treatment System, but he wanted to wait until the next meeting to select a date.   He stated he thought they should wait a while since the first meeting had not been well attended.
4.  Pond:  
The Mayor stated he was concerned about the pond because it was still using a lot of water.  He stated the crawdads continued to be an ongoing problem, and he stated the Council may need to consider another option to permanently fix the situation.

He stated one option to eradicate the crawdads would be to add wide mouth bass to the pond environment.  He warned Mr. Wilson may have to lower the water level until a viable solution was found.
The Mayor asked if there were any other questions.

The Mayor reported the Clerk was going to Albuquerque the following day to submit a grant application.
Councilor Smith asked about the disposing of old out-of-date over the counter medicines.  
Discussion followed regarding disposing of medicines with the conclusion that old out-of-date over the counter medicines should be placed in the compactors.
No other questions were asked.
