Councilor Bradford seconded the motion.
The Mayor encouraged Council to read the ordinance thoroughly.  He stated that one point that needed to be considered was the “enforcement officer”.  Once passed, an ordinance becomes a law and could possibly be enforced by law enforcement.

Deputy Clerk, Terri Racher asked Council to considered the time line of the administrative and notification portions of the ordinance.  Some of the time frames given for notification would be difficult with the small staff of the Village.  Discussion followed.

Councilor Bradford inquired about Item 4, Section 1 regarding vehicles that are on private property and how property owners would be notified. The Mayor stated that notifications were covered in Section 8 of the ordinance.  He also stated that a copy of the ordinance could be sent out in the utility bills for a general notification with a follow-up of a registered letter to property owners not in compliance.

The Mayor stated that the ordinance would be posted for 15 days in accordance with law and changes could be made based on any feedback.

Silver Pond

Verizon Wireless
The Mayor stated that Verizon Wireless had been putting equipment up on the cell tower in town. He stated that workers on the tower reported that Verizon would be working in the Corona area soon.
Public Hearing for the Comprehensive Plan
The Mayor stated that the Public Hearing for the Comprehensive Plan was well attended.  There were many questions and suggestions.  He stated that Barbara Herrington of Sites Southwest would take all the suggestions and compile them into a rough draft.  He expected to see a rough draft in a few weeks.
Asset Management Plan
The Mayor reported that he and Kyle Davis, Public Works Director, met with W.H. Pacific to review the draft of the Asset Management Plan.  W.H. Pacific also installed the hardware at the shop and all the infrastructure could be viewed by the software installed. Councilor Bradford stated that she thought there would be a rate increase from Greentree Solid Waste Authority approved at their next meeting.
