Approval of Ordinance #10-04 Regarding Water Rates
Mayor asked for a motion to approve Ordinance #10-04.
The Mayor pointed out that a monthly water bill for 4000 gallons of water usage would result in the monthly water bill increasing by only .80 cents.

Approval of Ordinance #10-05 Regarding Solid Waste Rates
The Mayor stated the only change to the Ordinance was the added language for the illegal dumping fines, and there were no changes to the monthly rates.

The Mayor asked for a motion to approve Ordinance #10-05.
Councilor West asked for clarification on the fines.  He pointed to a section in the Ordinance and asked the Mayor if the amounts were fines. 
The Mayor clarified what Councilor West was looking at were the actual rates for residences and various business types.

The Mayor stated only Section 7 had been added to the Ordinance to establish fines for illegal dumping.

Councilor Smith made a motion to approve Ordinance #10-05 Regarding Solid Waste Rates.

Councilor Bradford noted a spelling correction in Section 7 – “INTEGRETY” should be “INTEGRITY”.

Discussion Items from the Mayor

1.  Recent Fire:  
The Mayor stated the Forest Service had drawn water at a rate of .03 cents per gallon from of the Pond for fighting the recent Corona fire.  He estimated that 20,000 gallons had been taken out of the Pond.  The Mayor stated he was glad the Forest Service had been able to use the Pond for what it had been built for.
2.  Wastewater Treatment System:  
The Mayor reported that TRI Construction had mobilized to Corona.  He reported he had received a tentative construction schedule.  He stated he would forward the construction schedule to the Council members when he received it by electronic file.  He stated the contractor expected to be making residential hook-ups to the Wastewater Treatment System by mid September.  He stated the contractor had not yet received their bonding, but had given him their word that there was not a problem being bonded.  He stated the Bore had been completed.  The Clerk had already submitted the invoice for reimbursement and had received payment from New Mexico Department of Transportation, District II.
Councilor West asked what the timing would be for the next phase on the Wastewater Treatment System.  
The Mayor stated he hoped to have a completed project a year from the current date.
Mr. Wilson stated the contractor would have a team working at each end of town, and they would meet in the middle.
The Mayor noted there were a lot of utility line flags in the alley behind Village Hall.

Councilor Seely asked how the Village would get the easements completed.

The Mayor stated he would schedule meetings with the property owners to discuss and sign the easements.  He stated the Deputy Clerk was working on a list of the property owners based on the Lincoln County Assessor’s Records.  He stated there were a few issues to work out, for example, the south end of town where the Mini Mart and teacherages were located, has no alley for utility easements, but he stated he expected the situations to all be solvable.
The Mayor asked Mr. Wilson to work on a final price from Rhino Lining for the Water Storage Tank Rehabilitation by July 7th as the Clerk needed to finalize the loan amount.
The Mayor asked if there were any questions.
Councilor West asked what the dates were for the Corona Festival.
The Mayor stated the final dates were July 23rd and 24th.
Discussion followed regarding the dates for the Festival.

Councilor Bradford stated she would work on getting the rodeo arena set up and ready for the Festival.
