The Mayor called the meeting to order.

Pledge of Allegiance

FIRST ON THE AGENDA

Approval of Purchase Requisitions and Review of Purchase Vouchers

The Mayor stated there were no Purchase Requisitions to approve.

The Mayor asked if there were any questions regarding the Purchase Vouchers.

Councilor Bradford commented on the travel expenses that had been  incurred for the CDBG Implementation Workshop.

The Mayor commented that the workshop had been very worthwhile, although it had been an expensive trip.

Councilor Smith asked if the utilities charged to the Wastewater Fund were about what it would cost on a monthly basis to operate the treatment system. 

The Mayor stated yes the amount listed was what it would cost monthly to run the treatment plant and blowers.

No other questions were asked regarding the Purchase Vouchers.

NEXT ON THE AGENDA

Approval of Ordinance #11-02 Regarding Natural Gas Rates

The Mayor asked for a motion to approve Ordinance #11-02.

Councilor Seely made a motion to approve Ordinance #11-02 regarding Natural Gas Rates.

Councilor Smith seconded the motion.

The Mayor presented the comparison report he had put together regarding the costs for  Natural Gas vs. Propane. He stated 1 therm of Natural Gas was equal to 1.1 gallons of Propane. He stated the Village sold Natural Gas by the decatherm which was 10 therms.  He stated the previous rate for a decatherm was $7.76 per decatherm, and the new rate in August would be $8.76 per decatherm. He calculated that if you divide the new rate for Natural Gas by 11 gallons you would get an equivalence for propane at around $0.80 per gallon. He stated that propane had a higher BTU rating that skewed the price a little bit but not a significant amount. He stated therefore the comparison of Natural Gas at $0.80 per gallon was significantly less than the current price of Propane at over $2.00 per gallon.  

The Mayor stated he was proposing to increase the  Natural Gas rates, but he thought  the Village was  very competitive with every gas company in the state.

The Mayor stated for budgeting purposes he had established an average over the past few years as to how much Natural Gas would be sold in a given year.  He stated the average amount was 8700 decatherms.  He stated by multiplying 8700 x the surcharge, it calculated the revenues to be just over $30,000 per year to cover expenses for the Natural Gas System.  He stated he felt very comfortable with the calculations that had been used to build the 2011-2012 Natural Gas Fund Budget.   He stated the final outcome would always depend on how cold it would be and how much Natural Gas would actually be sold during the winter months.

Discussion followed regarding the Corona Natural Gas System.
