Public Works Update – Turner Wilson

Adedge: 
Mr. Wilson stated a team from Adedge would be conducting Interviews on Wednesday, July 14, 2010 regarding feedback on the improved water quality since the filtration system was installed.
Pond:  
Mr. Wilson reported A.J. Gibbs had made additional repairs along the Pond edge, and the Pond was currently holding water.
Wastewater:  
Mr. Wilson stated the Village was a mess and everything was all dug up, but construction was going really good.  He stated it always seemed to rain when digging was going on.  He reported so far the contractor had not hit any of the utilities. He reported construction of the collection system was moving fast and would be completed before the plant was up and running.  He reported the Contractor was currently ahead of schedule, but construction of the new building and installation of the system equipment was lagging behind and would hold the project up down the road.   
Mr. Wilson stated there would be a meeting on Thursday, July 15, 2010 to discuss the bid tab and change orders.   He stated the contractor had proposed a change order he felt was questionable, and they were all going to sit down with the engineer and discuss the situation.
Councilor Bradford stated she had not fielded a single complaint about the construction.

Discussion followed regarding the mud situation at the El Corral.

Discussion followed regarding the parking area at the US Post Office. 
The Mayor stated he was working individually with every property owner on the signing of their easement.  He stated he felt it was no longer necessary to schedule a Public Meeting since everything the property owner needed to know was being discussed at the easement meeting.  

The Mayor asked if there were any other questions for Mr. Wilson.
Councilor Seely stated it looked to him like the contractor was coming along fine and was doing good work.
Mr. Wilson reported the Bore under HWY 54 had lined up satisfactorily in the end.  He stated the casing pipe had to be flexed only a small amount to make the connection.  
Mr. Wilson stated the large holes near the bores should be filled in sometime during the current week and definitely be covered by the following week.

9.  The Mayor stated there had been problems with the WIFI.  He stated he had discovered more residents were using the WIFI than what he was aware of.  He stated questions about the WIFI had come up during the easement meetings with the property owners.
The Mayor asked if there were any other questions.

Councilor Smith expressed her concern about people she had observed driving too fast through the Village.

Discussion followed regarding solving the speeding problem.

The Mayor asked Councilor Smith to put a list together of the individuals who were speeding, and he stated he would ask the local Sheriff’s Deputy to speak to those individuals.

The Mayor also stated he would address the issue in his next news letter.

Discussion followed regarding adding 4 way stop signs at the key intersections.

Mr. Wilson asked if there were any other clean up tasks that needed to be done before the Festival.
