The Mayor called the meeting to order.

Pledge of Allegiance

Councilor West asked if the Public Work's staff handled cleaning the drainage ditches in town as the ditch in front of his house needed cleaning.

The Clerk stated she would speak to the Public Work's staff and make sure the ditch on Old Crown was cleaned.

FIRST ON THE AGENDA

Approval of Purchase Requisitions and Review of Purchase Vouchers

The Mayor stated there were no Purchase Requisitions to approve.

The Mayor asked if there were any questions regarding the Purchase Vouchers.

Councilor Seely noted the utility costs for the Senior Center on the first page.  He asked why it was so high.

The Mayor paused to think about Councilor Seely's question, and he stated it was most likely due to the new wastewater connection, and the additional water being used for summer watering.

The Clerk stated the Senior Center paid for their natural gas usage.

The Mayor stated the Village had a contact agreement with  Lincoln County regarding the Senior Center, and the Village paid for only water and trash.  He stated now that wastewater had been added as a utility to the Senior Center, he needed to negotiate a new cost sharing contract with the County.

Councilor Bradford speculated that “summer watering” was probably why the utilities at the Museum were so high.

Mayor Hignight agreed with Councilor Bradford.

Discussion followed regarding expenditures for water system valves and liability insurance.

Councilor Bradford asked about the Wells Fargo charge to the Library.

The Mayor stated the expense was for the annual subscription to “Ancestry.com”, and he stated the automatic charge needed to be changed to the new “Bank of America” credit card.

Councilor Seely asked why the gross receipts paid to the state of New Mexico for Natural Gas were so high compared to what had been paid for natural gas purchases.  He stated it appeared to be over a 50% markup.

The Mayor stated the amounts could not be compared because the billing cycles did not correspond.  He also stated the type of meter used by British Petroleum did not track low amounts of usage so in the summer time it always looked like the Village was selling more gas to their customers than what the Village was purchasing from BP.  He stated the Village had contacted BP numerous times regarding the meter conflict, and BP had never done anything to correct the problem.

The Mayor asked if there were any other questions regarding the Purchase Vouchers.
