WiFi
The Mayor stated that, after some electrical problems, the Village's WiFi was working well.

Library
Denise Williams, Librarian, reported that the Library had a large number of new books and movies in.  She encouraged everyone to come by and take a look.

Mrs. Williams went on to report that Stephanie Walker, a library volunteer, had been accepted into a Library Science Graduate Program.
Public Works Assistant
The Mayor stated that the Public Works Assistant position was open.  The current Public Works Assistant had given his two-week notice.
Wastewater
The Mayor stated that the Public Works Department had the wastewater diverted to the park so that work could be done on the football field.
Capital Outlay
The Mayor stated that he would be meeting with Tod Phinney of Souder, Miller, & Associates to discuss replacing water transmission lines as a Capital Outlay project.
CDBG Projects
The Mayor stated that the Village was in the process of closing the current CDBG projects.
Wastewater
The Mayor stated that the wastewater being diverted to the football field and park is being treated before leaving the plant.  The nitrogen levels of the affluent water are less than that required for drinking water.

Blood Drive
Councilor Seely announced that there was a blood drive at the school.
Greentree Solid Waste
Councilor Bradford reported that there was still no mediation set between Lincoln County and Greentree Solid Waste. Greentree was filing for a reconsideration of court decision.  To date, there would be no money to make the November loan payment.
