FIRST ON THE AGENDA

Approval of Purchase Requisitions and Review of Purchase Vouchers

Approval of Ordinance #11-03 Regarding Fair Housing

The Mayor noted the following Ordinance was  required to be approved annually in order for the Village to be eligible for Federal Funding. He noted this was in regards to the Community Development Block Grant the Village had been awarded earlier in the summer.

Discussion of Senior Center Improvements

The Mayor introduced Kathy Stephen, the new Senior Citizen Center Director.

Ms. Stephen requested approval to remove the stage so there would be more room in the main room of the center and approval to remove the cabinets in the laundry room to make additional space so the area could be used as an exercise room.  She also noted the ceilings needed to be repaired due to the deterioration of old drywall nails.  She stated those areas would need to be re-taped and re-textured. 

Ms. Stephen also said there were water problems on the west side of the building.  She stated if a porch extending the current roof line and gutters were added the water could be diverted from going under the building.

Ms. Stephen stated the work would be accomplished with donations of time, materials, money, and volunteer labor. 

The Council gave permission for Ms. Stephen to complete the changes and improvements to the Senior Citizen Center. 

The Mayor thanked Ms. Stephen for attending the meeting and presenting to the Council the changes and improvements she planned to make at the Senior Center.  He wished her luck with executing the plans to improve the building.

Discussion of 2013-2017 Infrastructure Capital Improvement Plan

The Mayor stated the Infrastructure Capital Improvement Plan needed to be approved and submitted to the Department of Finance by September 30, 2011.  He stated in order to meet the deadline the final approval would take place at the next Council meeting scheduled for September 27, 2011. 

The Mayor reviewed the previous year's project list and asked the Council for comments.

The Mayor stressed he was interested in focusing on quality of life issues.

Discussion Items from the Mayor 

The Mayor stated Governor Martinez had announced Flags were to be flown at half staff for the 10th Anniversary of 9/11.

The Mayor stated the Highway 54 Construction Contractor, James Hamilton Inc., had mobilized in Corona.  He stated the office was being staffed, and they were now accepting employment applications.  He stated their asphalt plant would not be running until March of 2012.

The Mayor stated the installation of additional Fiber Optics was being done in town.   He stated Stimulus Funding had been received for the project, and its purpose was to assist rural areas with acquiring communication services and high speed internet. 

The Mayor stated the New Mexico  “Art in Public Places” program was available if the Council wanted to go to Santa Fe to view and select a piece of art for a long term loan.  The Mayor suggested to select a piece of art to be placed in the yard outside the Library to add to the landscaping done earlier in the summer.

Councilor Bradford throught it was a very good idea.

The Mayor stated the Historical Marker had been moved to the other side of Highway 54 between the Senior Center and Village Hall.

The Mayor discussed the Picnic Tables along Hwy 54.  

Councilor Seely suggested moving them to the land he was  planning to donate to the Village.   It was decided that Councilor Seely and the Mayor would look at the site to discuss a solution as to where the picnic tables should be relocated.

Councilor Smith asked if there were any problems with the water system, and stated

she had detected a sewer odor at her home and at other residences.  She stated she wondered if the rain had caused problems with the wastewater treatment system.

The Mayor replied that he was not aware of any problems with either utility but would check on the issues she raised. 

Discussion followed regarding the correct manner for how vents and traps should be set up in a residence.

The Mayor reported on the application process for the Public Works Director position.  He reported he would be working on reviewing the applicants the following week.  He stated he had received three applications, and he stated he may have a proposal to present to the Council in the near future. 

The Mayor stated a “Used Tire Amnesty Weekend” sponsored by Green Tree Solid Waste Authority had been scheduled for September 23rd and 24th.  

Discussion followed regarding the collection of tires in Corona. 

The Mayor said he would have notices about the event posted around town but only if he varified that there would be no charge to the Village from GTSWA for the tires.
