FIRST ON THE AGENDA

Approval of Purchase Requisitions and Review of Purchase Vouchers

Discussion and Approval of Action with Water Fund CD

The Mayor referred to the CD Statement that had been given to the Council in their packets.
The Mayor stated the renewal value of the Water Fund CD would be $13,909.06.
The Mayor reported on the additional water taps that would be acquired by enlarging the distribution line on Huey Lane.

The Mayor estimated the project would cost $16,000.  He expressed his opinion that the   additional revenue resulting from the new water taps would be well worth the investment.
The Mayor proposed the CD be liquidated and be used for construction of a new 4” line on Huey Lane and for boring under Hwy 247.
Counselor Bradford asked the Mayor where the Village limits were located on the East side of town. 
The Mayor answered the question by using the framed Village map from the County Assessor’s records as a visual aid.
Discussion followed regarding the cash balance in the Water Fund and reserves in the three Enterprise Funds.

The Mayor discussed other future infrastructure needs of the Village.
Councilor Bradford moved to approve liquidation of the Water Fund CD for the Huey Lane Water Line Project.
Councilor Seely seconded the motion.

Discussion of Public Meeting for Wastewater Project

The Mayor suggested another public meeting be planned since very few residents had attended the meeting on August 20, 2008.
The Clerk stated it was very important that meetings be scheduled regularly in order to communicate the progress of the wastewater project to the community regardless of the resulting public participation.
Discussion followed regarding a date for the public meeting.

A public meeting/special meeting was scheduled for Friday, October 17, 2008 at 5:30 pm.  The Wastewater Public Meeting would be the first item on the agenda.
The Mayor went on to discuss a proposed NMFA Loan for the Wastewater Project for additional connections needed in order for the system to function as designed.
The Mayor proposed a Special Meeting be scheduled on Wednesday, October 1, 2008 at 5:30 in order to further discuss and approve the loan application.
The Council gave their consensus on the meeting time and date.

The Clerk stated she would post for the meeting.

Discussion Items from the Mayor

1.  The Mayor reported Cone Construction had started excavation on the treatment plant.
Discussion followed regarding the additional wastewater connections needed in order for the system to function as designed.  

The Mayor expressed his desire to add “residences” to the system and not the public school as had been previously discussed.   He made a strong point commenting on the type of wastewater the school produced and that it would be more helpful to the system to collect wastewater from residences instead.
2. The Mayor reported to the Council on the Bid Opening for the Iron Filtration Equipment that had taken place earlier in the afternoon.  He explained the error in not having the approval for the Iron Filtration Equipment on the current agenda.  

The Clerk stated it would be on the agenda for the Special Meeting on October 1, 2008.
3. The Mayor updated the Council on the Water Storage Tank Project.  He stated Lone Mountain had replaced their subcontractor, and the project was now progressing in a positive manner.
The Mayor asked if there were more comments or discussion items.

Councilor Bradford asked the Mayor when he would have a Rodeo Arena meeting.

The Mayor responded by asking Councilor Bradford to organize the meeting.

Councilor Bradford reported Otero County was requesting to join the Lincoln County Solid Waste Authority.  She stated the Corona Council would eventually have to vote on  approval of a new member.

Councilor Bradford discussed the illegal dumping problem throughout Lincoln County.

 Mr. Wilson stated he had spoken to Debra Ingle and they had worked out a new plan for hauling containers and switching out the compactors.
The Mayor stated the Library had been experiencing double the amount of visitors.
The Mayor stated the Grand Opening for the Library had been planned for October 23rd and Senator Adair would be in attendance as the “Guest of Honor”.
