The Mayor called the meeting to order.

Pledge of Allegiance

FIRST ON THE AGENDA

Approval of Purchase Requisitions and Review of Purchase Vouchers
The Mayor stated there were no Purchase Requisitions to approve.

The Mayor asked if there were any questions regarding the Purchase Vouchers.
Councilor Bradford commented on the invoice from Green Tree Solid Waste and noted the billing department had experienced staffing issues and were months behind. 

The Mayor noted it was the first invoice since the current fiscal year had started.
No other questions regarding the Purchase Vouchers were asked.

Approval of Resolution #10-17 Infrastructure Capital Improvement Plan – 2012/2016
The Mayor asked for a motion to approve the Resolution.
Councilor Bradford made a motion to approve Resolution #10-07 regarding the Infrastructure Capital Improvement Plan.

The Mayor referred to the project spreadsheet and asked if there were any questions.

The Mayor stated he had reduced the tank rehabilitation from $400,000 to $250,000 based on the fact that one of the tanks had been removed from the project.  He stated he based his calculations on $1.00 per gallon.
The Mayor stated he had used the project list that Councilor Bradford had made based on the discussion at the last meeting.

Councilor Bradford mentioned the list could be used when the wind energy money started to come in.  She speculated all kinds of projects would be suggested when money started to flow, and the ICIP list would keep the project priorities in order.

He stated the Deputy Clerk, Jacque Davis, had done a very nice job in correcting the original language to better clarify the amount of gallons charged in each tier.

Discussion Items from the Mayor

Additional Well Costs:
The Mayor stated the contractor was no longer agreeable to pull the old pump for the bid price if the Village did not also purchase the new pump from him. He stated Mr. Wilson had specifically bid the project in a manner so the pump could be purchased separately if a lower price was found. 
The Mayor estimated the additional costs would be around $2000.  
The Mayor asked for consensus to spend the additional money to pay a contractor to pull the old pump and install the new pump.  
Discussion followed regarding finding a contractor to complete the work on the well.
The Council was in consensus to spend the additional money.

Councilor Bradford suggested that Mr. Wilson contact the well driller that was currently working at her family’s ranch to see if he would be interested in doing the work.  She thought the job might be attractive to him since he was already here in the area with his equipment.

WIFI:

The Mayor stated the WIFI service had been having difficulties but he stated he had fixed the problems.  He also stated a new DSL line had been installed for the Library, and the service should be much improved since there were now fewer users on the line.  He stated Village Hall was now operating on a separate DSL line from the residents.
The Mayor was very pleased with the recent improvements and stated the Village had moved to a new stage of wireless internet service.

Councilor Bradford asked about the Wastewater system.
Wastewater Treatment System:

The Mayor reported the metal building had come to a stand still because there was a shipping problem with some of the supplies.  He stated the supplies finally arrived and the contractor was moving forward again. He stated he expected to have hook ups starting in November.  He mentioned Central New Mexico Electric was working on the new electric service. He stated Areo-Mod would be out to test the system shortly after the controls were installed in the new metal building.
Councilor Bradford asked if there would be a working project before the CDBG application deadline.

The Mayor stated yes, and that he was hopeful there would be a working project before the application deadline.

Water Tanks:

The Mayor reported the older tank at the Red Cloud Wells was currently being painted.  He stated the Forest Service had requested several years ago that the tank be painted to refresh the required paint color.
The Mayor asked if there were any questions.

Councilor Bradford asked what was going on with the copy machine.

The Mayor stated he had selected a new copy machine.  He had not yet made the purchase but intended to do so soon.

Natural Gas Audit:

The Mayor stated he had received a letter from the Public Regulatory Commission regarding the natural gas system audit.  He stated Mr. Wilson would respond in the required manner by letter.
University Ranch:

The Mayor stated he had attended the ground breaking ceremony that same day for the New Mexico State University Ranch facility.
Faith Hignight stated a web cam would be installed in the Library in the conference and children’s area for security purposes.
