Discussion Items from the Mayor
Councilor Bradford described the issues they were having at Lincoln County Solid Waste.  Only $12,000 in cash was being reported and they may have problems making payroll.  She reported LCSW had numerous complaints regarding the fuel surcharge.  She stated Debra had already decreased the Fuel Surcharge Rate by .25 to $1.75.  
Councilor Bradford also reported Debra had plans to go to the County to ask for a General Rate increase.  
The Mayor reported how Senator Rod Adair had assisted regarding the DOT bore.
The Mayor reported the Winchester Case was closed.

The correspondence with Dr. Rose was discussed.
The Mayor reported Bob Hoffman had left Cone Construction and his replacement had been introduced to work on the project.
A meeting is scheduled with Cone on February 12th to discuss change orders.

Councilor Bradford mentioned Jim Miller was working on solar panels and wind turbines for Lincoln County.

The Mayor stated the Village projects on Wastewater and Water Improvements had been submitted for New Mexico Projects in the President’s Stimulus Package.

Councilor Bradford stated the moving of the Rodeo Arena would be a labor intensive project.
Discussion followed regarding the Korges property.
The Mayor suggested that the ownership of the property needed to be settled before the land could be utilized for public use.

Discussion followed regarding the Rodeo Arena.
The Clerk mentioned the office would be closed on February 6, 2009 as she would be on vacation and the Deputy Clerk was unable to work on that date.
