E-Waste Recycling
Councilor Bradford reminded everyone to recycle their electronics.  The Clerk stated that the orange pickup was parked in front of Village Hall for drop-off.  The Clerk also stated that there had been questions about recycling kitchen appliances.  The response from GSWA was that they did not accept any kitchen appliances as E-waste but if there was quite a bit of metal to the appliance it could be placed in the metal recycling containers.
