Approval of Resolution #10-18 AUTHORIZING AND APPROVING SUBMISSION OF A COMPLETED APPLICATION FOR FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE AND PROJECT APPROVAL TO THE NEW MEXICO FINANCE AUTHORITY REGARDING THE CORONA WATER REUSE/ WASTEWATER  TREATMENT SYSTEM
The Mayor stated the Resolution was for Council to approve a grant application to the Water Trust Board for the wastewater project.  He stated the grant came with a 10% match in the form of a zero interest loan.  He stated he was not interested in creating additional debt for the wastewater project, but he didn’t want to lose the funding opportunity if the application turned out to be the only money the Village would receive in the coming year.   He stated if grant money with no match requirement was awarded from another source, the grant could always be turned down.   He stated approximately $600,000 would be needed to complete the Wastewater Treatment project. 
Councilor West made a motion to approve Resolution #10-18 authorizing and approving submission of a completed grant application for financial assistance from the New Mexico Finance Authority.

The Mayor stated Mr. Wilson was unable to attend the meeting, and he stated Mr. Wilson would present his public works update at the next meeting scheduled for October 26, 2010.

Discussion Items from the Mayor

Wastewater:

The Mayor stated the wastewater project was on track again and stated hookups to the treatment system would start in late October or in early November.

Water: 
The Mayor stated the well pump had been installed.  He reviewed the discussion from the last meeting stating the original bids for installing the new pump had all been rejected due to the Village purchasing the pump separately.  He stated Councilor Bradford’s contact had paid off for the Village, and the well driller she had suggested had pulled the old pump and installed the new pump for Mr. Wilson.
The Mayor stated the insurance adjuster still needed to get back with the Village regarding reimbursement for the updated invoices.
The Mayor reported the Franklin representative was going to inspect the old pump to determine the cause of the premature failure.

The Mayor reported when the old pump had been pulled, it was discovered two sections of pipe also needed to be replaced.  He stated the wire was found to be in very good condition. 
Odds and Ends:

The Mayor stated the Pond was leaking and Mr. Wilson was maintaining the water level to keep the fish alive.  He estimated it would cost $20,000 to reline the pond with a permanent type liner.  He stated he was working on finding a grant source that would cover the costs for a new lining, but he had not yet found any funding opportunity that was close to the $20,000 needed. 
The Mayor stated the WIFI had been repaired and was working well.

The Mayor stated the Clerk was working on the Water Trust Board grant application due on October 15, 2010.

The Mayor stated Dora Batista of SNMEDD, had proposed to the Clerk that she would work on getting DFA to close the CDBG funding before the wastewater system was operational.  He was hopeful DFA would agree to close the project so the balance of the funding would be released.
The Mayor thanked Denise Williams for accepting the Library Director position.

The Mayor stated he had signed a contract with British Petroleum Energy Company locking in the price of natural gas at $4.28 per cubic foot for the five winter months.  He stated the price was almost $1.00 less than the contract from the previous year.
The Mayor asked if there were any questions or items the Council members wanted to discuss.
No other questions were asked or comments made.
