Public Works Monthly Update - Turner Wilson

New Water Well Pump:  Mr. Wilson reported the failed well pump had been shipped to the manufacturer for further inspection.  He reported the new well pump had been installed and was operating.
Rhino Lining:  Mr. Wilson reported he was very pleased with the new Rhino Lining process.  He stated the water storage tank rehabilitation project had been a success.
Natural Gas System:  Mr. Wilson reported the Natural Gas Safety Pamphlet needed to be revised, and the Clerk would be working on making the necessary revisions.
Solid Waste:  Mr. Wilson reported the wood/yard waste had been chipped. He stated he thought it would be more cost effective to continue to pay Racher’s to chip the wood yard waste instead of the Village purchasing a chipper.  He stated the size of the chipper the Village needed would be too costly.

Wastewater:  Mr. Wilson expressed his concern with the issues involved with the new CDBG application and whether they could get the plant up and running by November 18, 2010.  

Mr. Wilson reported the contractor was working on putting up sheet rock in the new building.  He stated they would also be filling the plant with water to make sure everything was working before any sewage could be accepted.  He stated they were also working on completing the electrical power hookup but would probably resort to using the emergency generator to do the start up.   
Mr. Wilson projected that they would not be ready to start making hookups until the end of November.

The Mayor pro tem thanked Mr. Wilson for the update.
