Water Tank Rehabilitation
The Mayor informed Council that Bobby Wade had signed an easement agreement.  He stated that a new agreement with a corrected property description was necessary to further the tank rehabilitation project.

Sidewalk Project
The Clerk reported that she was in the process of getting easements from property owners on the 500 block of Corona Main Street for the sidewalk project.  Engineers Inc would be preparing the easements and the Clerk and Mayor would then meet with the propery owners.
Desktop Deposit
The Clerk stated that the office would begin electronically depositing all funds on March 1, 2015.  Councilor Weckwerth asked if the deposits that were lost were ever recovered.  The Clerk responded that the deposits had never been recovered.
Football Field
The Mayor reported to Council that he and Kyle Davis, Public Works Director, were serving on a committee for improvements to the football field.  Public Works would be hauling some sand to the field as well as cutting across the road for a wastewater connection in case the schools gets bathrooms and a concession stand up and running.
Playground Equipment
