Discussion Items from the Mayor

CDBG
The Mayor reported that he and the Clerk had attended the CDBG hearing and the Village of Corona was awarded $436,799.00 for rehabilitation of our water tanks.  That was the full amount requested on the grant application.
Insurance Claims
 The Mayor stated that the Village was finally able to get a quote on repairs from the hail damage.  He said that the Clerk would be calling for estimates soon.  There was also discussion concerning purchase of a small vehicle with good gas mileage for traveling with the money from the vehicle claims.  The Mayor said he would look into it and get back to Council.

Nuisance Properties
The Mayor stated that he would like to draft a letter to property owners in the Village limits that Council is in the process of drafting a Nuisance Ordinance that would require the property owner to clean up their lots and tear down any structures that were deemed unsafe.  He suggested that we give property owners a chance to let Village clean up their property before such ordinance was enacted.  Discussion followed regarding the status of a Nuisance Ordinance. There was also discussion regarding the use of the properties for Fire Department training.  The Mayor and Fire Chief, Brad Gage, both felt that the liability and environmental issues were both to great to proceed in that direction.

Council suggested that the offer be made to all property owners so that no one felt their properties were being singled out. The Mayor said he would try to have a letter drafted soon for Council to review.

Economic Development Conference
The Mayor invited Council to attend an Economic Development Conference in Ruidoso.  The event was sponsored by SNMEDD Council of Governments. 

Tire Removal Grant
Councilor Bradford stated that the Village of Corona did not receive any of the Tire Removal Grant money.  However, we were encouraged to apply next year.
